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On December 14, 1945 the world lear ned that six million Jews had been murdered by

the Nazis. It was on that day, in the German city of Nuremberg, that the signed
confession of a SS Major was presentedas evidence at the trial of the major Nazi war
criminals, in which h e had admitted ; that six million , was the number of Jews the Nazis
themselves had estimated to have murdered.

But in reality, December 14, 1945 w a s nwhén the world learnt that the Nazis had
murdered six million Jews. As prominent Zionist leaders had been repeatedly
proclaiming that six million Jews had been murdered by the Nazis since the latter
months of 1944. Over a year before the Nuremberg trial even started.

September 29, 1944, is the earliest published claim that six million Jews had been
murdered, this author has found. August 13 1943 is the latest (of many) predictions that

six million Jews would be killed, this author has found. | &n not including here the writer
who was bold enough to claim in January 1939, that Hitler had already killed six million
Jews!

Further research has revealed an undeniable Jewish, or more precisely; Zionist,
obsession with the exact number of six million Jews, being on the verged of death,
dating back to 1915, or arguably even earlier.

As the Czarist regime held an unfavourable opinion of Jews, reproducing articles
claiming six million Russian Jews are being done-in, would likely be dismissed as merely
containing the estimated number of the Jewish population , whilst ignoring the clearly
exaggerated claims of Jewish suffer ing. Especially when contrasted with U.S. newspaper
coverage of the Soviet famines of 1921-1922 and 1932-1933, which were generally
ignored, and in some cases, outright denied.

A mass meeting, under the ausplces of
the Federation of American Zionists was
held at Cooper Unlon last night. The hall
was crowded, many representative men be-
ing present, as well as those whose appear-
ance told of drudgery iIn the east slde
sweat shops, There were many women and
girls in the audience; and little sober-faced
lads, whose ages could not have been over
ten years, followed with attention the re-
marks of the speakers, applauding at times
with enthuslasm.

The platfofm was draped with the Na-
tional colors and the biue and white of
the Zlonists.

Personal tributes were paid by the speak-’

ers to Rabbi Gustay Gotthell, who pre-
slded,

In his opening remarks Rabbi Gottheil
sald that they had come together for one
of the greatest purposes that had ever
summoned the scattered people of Is-
rael. * The life of ouf Nation has not lost
by the trials it has endured,” he said,
“for-we_ are joined together heart, soul,
and mind, by the will of God.”

DR. GOTTHEIL'S WORDS.

Dr. Gottheil sald that he was in the posi-
tion of a father  who was bound to obey
hiz own son and had been told that he
must not speak long. ‘*But he added,
“I cannot retire without telling you of a

man who came to me some time ago from
the native sofl; one who. came, nof driven
forth, but of his own free will, with horny
hand, bronzed face and sturdy flgure. In
him I saw the success of the Zionist move-
ment, for 1 tooik him as a messenger who
told that our uspirations are not dreams.

‘“There is no such thing as oan anti-
Zionist,"! concluded Rabbi Gottheil,

‘* A man need not be a supporter of our
ethics,” but how can any one in whose
veins flows Jewish blood oppose the move-
ment? Every true Jewish heart is nat-
arally Zionistie.”

The Rev, Dr. 8. Schaffer of Baltimore,
who spoke next, sald that in the four
years since the Zionist movement began
much opposition had been developed; that
it was impossible to change the views of
all, but that if their opponents could see
the remarkable gathering they would
realize that the Jewish people still lived
and prospered.

‘“ When one realizes how much has been
done in this golden land of freedom,” he
continued, ‘it {s patent that the principles
of the Jewish people still exist in many
hearts. We have already won millions of
men to our views, and in timec we will
realize our jideal. Such a mévement re-
quires time and persistent, united effort.”

He added that the Hebrew language and
literature must be.broadly disseminated.

RABBI WISE'S ADDRESS.

Rabbi Wise safd, in part:

“The day will never come when I will
care Iess for Zion, when there will be any
one who will strive more for the glorious
ideals of Zionism.

In Chicago there is
a conference of charities ecalled together
by men who minister to the wants of the
poor. They have assembled to see that
too much charity is not given to the un-
worthy.

get too much, but that every Jew shall get
the right to liv
